Sensex, Nifty crash 1.8%

Benchmarks Sensex and Nifty plunged over 1.8
per cent on Tuesday, the biggest single-day
decline in nearly five weeks, mirroring massive
global sell-offs amid simmering US-China
tensions and mounting Covid-19 cases.

Banking stocks continued to slump,
crashing over 3 per cent; while metals and auto
counters emerged as other major sectoral
laggards, ending lower by 2.5 per cent each.On
the other hand, Titan, Bharti Airtel and Bajaj
Auto were the gainers.

Vedanta delisting:
CanHZLlenda
helping hand?

There have been media reports that Hindus-
tan Zinc Ltd (HZL) has been seeking to raise
loan for funding Vedanta’s delisting offer.
Earlier, reports had suggested that HZL
might announce dividend to aid the delist-
ing get through. Is such support from HZL
possible?

Stressed Vedanta

Vedanta on May 12 announced its holding
company Vedanta Resource’s plans to delist
the Indian business. It has proposed acquir-
ing shares from public shareholders at an in-
dicative offer price of ¥87.5 a share. On June
25, Vedanta got shareholder approval for vol-
untary delisting from the bourses.

The final price, which will be determined
by the reverse book-building process, is ex-
pected to be much higher than the indicative
price as the latter does not reflect the value of
the company.

Even if the final price is close to the current
market price, around X110, the holding com-
pany would require about 20,200 crore to
carry out the transaction, which is expected
to be debt financed as its financial position
seems to be stressed.

According Moody'’s, Vedanta's liquidity po-
sition is weak, especially at the holding com-
pany level with $1.8 billion (about 13,500
crore) debt maturing until September 2021.

Is HZL the last resort?

Reports suggest that the holding company
may take aid - to an extent - from HZL,an arm
of Vedanta that contributes about 40 per
cent to Vedanta (India’soperating profit.

Experts believe HZL aid to the promoters
could be in the form of the company an-
nouncing dividend to shareholders that in-
cludes Vedanta (India), which holds about 65
per cent in HZL. If what experts believe is
true, there comes another question- if HZL
would use internal resources or raise a new
debt to fund the dividend.

As on March 31, 2020, HZL's net cash and
cash equivalents was 321,596 crore. The com-
pany also stated the capex for FY21 will be
lower as the focus is on conserving cash.

No promoter should directly or indirectly
employ the funds of the company (that is to
be delisted) to finance the delisting, as per
SEBI rules. Thus, it becomes clear that the di-
vidend that will be received by Vedanta (In-
dia) cannot be used for delisting.

A way out for Vedanta (India) could be an-
nouncing dividend, using the dividend re-
ceived from HZL, which would ultimately
reach Vedanta Resources. But such transac-
tion of extracting dividend from a step-down
subsidiary HZL is not too effective due to the
leakage in the form of dividend that has to be
given to public shareholders.

An inter-company loan from HZL to the
promoters is another way out. We have to
wait for the final contours to emerge.

Karnataka High Court to hear
Franklin Templeton case today

The Karnataka High Court will
hear Franklin Templeton case
with regard to e-voting and
winding up of six schemes on
July 15.

As directed by the Supreme
Court, Franklin Templeton had
filed a petition for abruptly
winding up of six of its debt
schemes before the Karnataka
High Court that was taken up on
July 8. Meanwhile, the High
Court directed all parties that
had raised objections to wind-
ing up of debt schemes to file
their rejoinder by July 29.

The e-voting and the unithold-
ers meet continue to remain sus-
pended till directed by the
court. Active monetisation of as-
sets of the schemes and distribu-
tion of investment proceeds to
the unitholders will be possible
only after successful e-voting,
said Sanjay Sapre, President,

Franklin Templeton Asset Man-
agement (India), in a note to
investors.

On the concern raised over
the drop in the NAV in some of
the funds since June-end, Sapre
said it was due to the resetting of
maturity date to June 30, 2022,
for the securities of Edelweiss
Rural & Corporate Services.Fran-
klin Templeton is continuously
monitoring the developments
in this regard and engaging
with the issuer for early repay-
ments, he said.

Meanwhile, the six schemes
continue to receive cash flows.
Between June 16 and 30, the six
schemes have received an addi-
tional 1,311 crore from maturit-
ies, pre-payments and coupon
payments. This takes the total
amount received since April 24
to 3,275 crore. And this amount
has been received without the
ability to efficiently monetise as-
sets, he added.

Brokers association seeks relaxation on
proposed margin norms in cash segment

Mumbai, july 14

Stock brokers’ association, ANMI,
has written to market regulator
SEBI seeking relaxation of its up-
front margin collection norms in
the cash segment before these
are implemented. The brokers
have also suggested that mar-
gins of small investors should be
exempted for up to X5 lakh of the
obligations, to mitigate the hard-
ship faced by small traders and
investors.

“Concerns with the impend-
ing deadline of August 1, 2020
(with regard to new margin
structure) now assumes extreme
importance and significance.
ANMI is of the opinion that the
manner in which the measures
are proposed to be implemented
will cause hardship to brokers
and their clients,” a letter to the
Securities and Exchange Board of
India from the Association of Na-

tional Exchanges Members of In-
dia said.

Margin for selling too
Earlier this year, SEBI had pro-
posed that an upfront margin be
collected from traders and in-
vestors even in the cash segment.
This also covered the sale of
shares. For instance, if an in-
vestor wanted to ‘sell’ shares, he
or she had to deposit upfront
margin equivalent to the sale.
Brokers have called this illogical.
“There should not be any mar-
gins on sale of shares, which is
resulting in delivery by T (today)
+ 2 days. We have collated data
from the NSE to demonstrate
that the auction percentage of
shortdeliveries are only to the ex-
tent of 0.20 per cent. Investors
are forced to deliver on the same
day and especially in present
times when there are restrictions
on movement and curfew across
